Among the prose features in this edition of Magma, poet and novelist Jacob Polley examines the differences between writing poetry and prose.  Poet and editor Matthew Hollis writes on Robert Frost and asks how we know when to end a poem, whilst Tim Turnbull suggests that we need to reclaim Music Hall’s subversive narratives. As part of Magma’s regular Guest Choice feature, author and critic Marina Warner writes on the neglected Scottish-American writer Helen Adams, an astonishing balladeer with a taste for the gothic.

Like all the best poetry, Magma is always surprising.  Every issue of Magma has a different editor, either a member of our board or a prominent poet acting as a guest editor.  It’s that fresh eye in each issue that gives Magma its unique variety.  Magma’s latest editor, Clare Pollard, has published three collections of poetry, published a play that premiered at the Royal Court and has written a documentary for BBC Radio 4.  She is a Royal Literary Fund Fellow at Essex University and recently co-edited the Bloodaxe anthology Voice Recognition: 21 poets for the 21st Century.
